Submission of Work.   Bring original pieces, ready to be installed, to GA on Wednesday, 
Feb. 6, 2008 during the hours of 10 a.m. to 2 p.m.    
 
Art Sales.  All work must be for sale, unless prior arrangements have been made.  Retail 
price will reflect a 30% commission to GA, with 70% to be retained for the artist.  Checks 
for artwork sold will be mailed to artist within two weeks of the end of the month in which it 
was sold.  If a buyer wishes to have work shipped, shipping arrangements must be made 
between the artist and buyer. 
   
Insurance. All artwork on display must be self-insured.  Certification may be required if a 
submission’s value is placed over $5000.  GA is not responsible for theft or damage 
although every effort will be made to safeguard the art work. 
 
Installation.  Work will be installed in the Burnett Gallery and Jacob Foyer. Packing 
cannot be stored at Gualala Arts. 
 
Take Down. Monday, March 3 is the take down day.  Gualala Arts charges $5 per day to 
store un-retrieved art work.  Items not picked up after 90 days will be disposed of or sold 
with Gualala Arts receiving the monies. 
    
Opening Reception. Saturday, February 9 from 5 – 7 p.m.  Each participant is requested 
to bring a finger food (nothing drippy or messy).  Beverages will be supplied by GA.
