Artist Information 

1. Please turn in your entry form by November 1 to Gualala Arts Center.  

2. The tree itself may be a traditional “live” or “faux” tree or you may ex-
plore another media, such as ceramic, gourds, etc. The decorations 
may be any media. It is preferable that all trees have lights (please 
ensure the lights are UL approved).   

3. All entries should be received at Gualala Arts on November 25 10 am -   
4 pm.  

4. There will be no silent auction this year. Instead, you may offer your 
tree for sale to the public, or make it “not for sale” (NFS). If the tree is 
sold, the Arts Center will receive 30% of the proceeds. The artist will 
receive 70% of the proceeds.  

5. Any tree not sold should be picked up Sunday Nov 29 between noon-4 
pm.  

6. We expect most of the trees to sit on the white exhibit pedestals or on 
tables, and so will be viewed from all sides. Please keep this in mind 
when choosing and decorating your tree. Any base must be sturdy 
enough to not bend when picked up.  

7. If your tree is over 6 ft tall and/or 4 ft wide, please contact the curator.  

8. Please title your entry. Winners will be awarded ribbons. These are just 
some of the awards that may be given: 

• Best of the Show 
• Most Whimsical 
• Most Unusual Material 
• Most Traditional 
• Popular Choice 
• Best Special Effects
