8. Please ensure all artwork is profession-
ally prepared for hanging or display (no
saw-tooth hangers, no “clip frames”, etc.).
If installation help is required, please con-
tact the curator before the Exhibit.

9. For this exhibit, artists are encouraged to
use all media, 2-D and 3-D. The work sub-
mitted should be no more than 2 years old
and may not have exhibited publically on
the Mendonoma coast at any time in past.

10. Gualala Arts will retain 30% commis-
sion on all sales of entries (and multiples)
made during the course of the exhibit.
