Using solid or tone-on-tone fabrics, please cut a piece approximately 8x10” from each of 
the various fabrics, which include the following colors in light, medium, and dark: 
 
 Reds 
 Yellows 
 Blues 
 Greens 
 Oranges 
 Purples 
 Blacks to Whites 
 
Please be prepared to share your strips with others in the class.  In this way we will get 
the fullest range of colors.  All fabric pieces will be dumped into common piles. 
 
If you have Joen Wolfram’s 3 in 1 Color Tool published by C&T publishing, bring it and I 
will show how it is used to its best advantage.
